Project Description/Scope (2-3 pages) 

Chronic diabetic foot ulcer accounts for 70% of all lower-extremity amputations.  With adequate treatment and education, improved healing can increase rates of limb salvage.  Hyperbaric oxygen therapy (HBOT) is proven successful adjunctive therapy for treating recalcitrant wounds.  Currently, Medicare will reimburse for HBOT therapy for wound care only if there is a clear threat of limb amputation and only after standard wound care therapies have failed.  With the current rates of lower extremity amputation (LEA) and annual costs of DM-related chronic foot ulcers, it does not appear that “standard wound care therapies” are working for everyone.  



Although HBO therapy has been shown to heal chronic diabetic foot ulcers, many patients are denied coverage.  For my Capstone project, I would like to present a mini-module discussing the indications for adjunctive use of HBOT to treat diabetic foot ulcers, provide patients with pre-treatment information as well as local resources for HBOT.  The mini-module could be used in Advanced Patient Management (PHYT822) course for future physical therapy students. Materials to be provided are: educational patient brochure, a PowerPoint presentation, and a Voicethread presentation. 

Personal Learning Objectives
Through this experience, I will:

· Identify the three phases in the healing of skin wounds 
· Review the principles underlying the use of HBOT for diabetic foot ulcers
· Review the current research of HBOT efficacy
· Identify all current local centers offering HBOT 

· Identify the barriers to HBOT use

· Review CMS/Medicare policy statements regarding reimbursement
Evidence of successful completion will be documented through a “competency checklist” and through the production of educationally sound documents.  Cynthia Wulff-Haver, certified HBOT at WakeMed will approve all final documents.

As a clinician, I would like to practice in a wound care setting.  Further certification in HBOT would expand my practice options.  I also have an interest in working with a diabetic population.  The ability to treat diabetic ulcers or other chronic wounds would be an essential component.
During EBP II, I compiled an evidence table of research on the treatment of diabetic foot ulcers using e-stim, standard wound care, and HBOT.  Four studies looked specifically at HBOT as adjunctive therapy to standard wound care.  My interest for this capstone project, in addition to providing an educational module for future students, includes the prevention of LE amputation.  
Ms. Wulff-Haver as agreed to allow me to spend time with her at the hyperbaric chamber center at WakeMed, providing me further opportunity to observe and talk with current patients.  She has also agreed to act as a resource for current research, directing me to literature and providing me with her own perspective. 

It is my intention to produce a presentation in both VoiceThread and PowerPoint for use as an adjunct to the Advanced Patient Management (PHYT822) course for future physical therapy students.  In addition, I will develop two educational brochures: one aimed at students and the other for patients. Included will be a list of local resources and treatment centers for HBOT in North Carolina.

Learning Objectives for Students
At completion of this module, students will:
· Review the process of wound healing

· Understand the indications for HBOT use

· Understand the barriers of HBOT

· Understand the current challenges with reimbursement

· Be aware of statewide resources for HBOT

To evaluate the quality and efficacy of my presentation and documents, I will ask my committee members to complete a Likert-scaled questionnaire with a section asking for more specific feedback. I will seek out this information twice prior to the final presentation.  I will ask specifically about the clarity, appropriateness, organization, relevancy, and usefulness as an educational tool.  I also intend to work closely with Ms. Wulff-Haver throughout this process.     


By midterm, I will have a rough draft of the PowerPoint presentation and an outline for the VoiceThread. I will make both available to my committee for review.
