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I prepared an educational handout for adolescent dancers that I will distribute when I present to dancers, their parents, and their teachers on April 3.  After reviewing the Doak chapter and SAM evaluation, I made some changes to the handout including the reading level, format, and illustrations.  Because my audience will primarily consist of dancers aged 11-18, I used the Fry formula and got the reading level down to the 5th grade, which is appropriate for the youngest members of the audience.  I also added a graphic with a caption and changed the format so individuals do not have to read lines all the way across a page.  I evaluated the handout using the SAM form and rated it at 90%, which is considered to be in the “superior” range.

I also created a PowerPoint utilizing the recommendations from the voicethreads.  The PowerPoint will be presented to PTs and PT students on March 30.  I did not evaluate this using the SAM form as it did not seem as applicable, but I did take several of the recommendations into consideration in order to avoid “Death by PowerPoint.”  I tried to keep the information on the slides to a minimum and only list key points or concepts.  I have more explanation in the notes section, which I will refer to when I present.  I created an outline following the objectives, and each section has a slide outlining the concepts I will cover, which I included to help with the organization. I added relevant pictures to enhance the overall effect and also demonstrate particular information via photos but did not use any distracting animation.  I also included a summary slide with recommendations for research.  I chose appropriate font, font color and size, as well as background.  The only “small” font on the slides are when I cite something because I didn’t want to take away from the concept, but all my references are listed in 18 point font at the end. The purpose of the presentation is evident, and the objectives are met.  I did not worry about the reading level since this is not educational material for patients but for fellow clinicians.
