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The following seven questions were part of the survey on my Capstone presentation.  The scoring scale ranged from zero (0) to ten (10), where zero indicated the minimal score and ten indicated the highest (best) possible score for each question.  Eleven people attended the presentation, and all participants returned their surveys to me.
